On Monday Penrith & District Farmers’ Mart LLP held their fortnightly Sale of 362 Store 
Cattle of all classes. 
 
A great entry of cattle was forward to suit a crowd of buyers from all over the North of 
England.   Strength comfortably sold with great ease topping at £2,000 for a 24-month-old 
Charolais bullock from Mr WH Brass, Low Row, selling to Mr D Barker.  A wonderful 
consignment of 44 cattle from this home averaged £1591.93, with a pair of dairy-bred 
British Blue bullocks achieving £1895, selling to Mr F Towers. This home also sold some pens 
of power in the Black & White section with 9 at £1565, 5 at £1475 and 2 Dairy Shorthorns at 
£1465. 
 
Leading in the averages went to Mr B Walton, Goodlie Hill Farm, with a consignment of 15-
month-old Limousin cross bullocks averaging £1718.33, topping at £1855 selling to Mr R 
Dickinson. 
 
Leading dairy-bred cattle averages topped at £1638.13 from Messrs S & W Maughan, Street 
House, with a consignment of 16 Aberdeen Angus X Holstein bullocks, 23-months-old 
straight off grass, topping at £1665 for a pen of 4.  This was closely followed at £1628 with a 
run of mainly Limousin bred bullocks and heifers, 22-24-months-old from Messrs DG & LM 
Strong, Sleagill House. 
 
Heifers topped at £2045 from Messrs JG & RW Nevison & Son, High House Farm, with a 
superb British Blue dairy-bred heifer selling to Mr R Dickinson, with this run averaging 
£2000. 
 
Mr M Lister, Hill Top Farm, sold a consignment of 7 dairy-bred Aberdeen Angus heifers to 
average £1313.57, topping at £1445 selling to Mr A Skelton. 
 
Suckler-bred Limousin X Herefords topped at £1765 from Messrs DW & TA Bell, High Dyke.
